Ghob paq'a’
(Tome of Ethics)

(Ubat, thep. iy <thics? Cthicy iy two thingy. First, ethicy refers to well based standardy
of bonor(right) and disbopor(wrong) that prescribe wbhat Klingons ought to do, asually
ip termy of righty, obligations. benc<fits to the empire, fairnesy, or specific virtaes.

Cthicy, for example, refers to those stapdards that impose the reasonable obligationy
to refrain from dishonorable acty sach ay rape. stealing, marder. assadlt, slander,
and fraad.

Cthical standards also include those that <njoin virtues of bonor sach ays
bonesty, compassion, and loyalty.




Cthical standards include standards relating to rights. sach as the right to life, the right to
freedom from injury, and the right to privacy. Yach standards are adequate standards of
ethicy because they are sapported by consistent and well founded reasons.

Yecondly, <thics refers to the study and development of ope’s own <thical standards. Ay
mentioned above, feelings. laws. and social hormy can deviate from wbat is <thical. Yo it iy
pecesyary to constantly examine one’s standards to <psare that they are reasopable and
well-foanded. Tthicy also means. then, the contipuous <ffort of stadying odr own moral
beliefs and our own moral conduct, and striving to ensare that we. and the ipstitationy we
belp to shape. live up to standards that are reasopable and bonor-based.

Batlb paq'a’
(Tome of Honor)

There is po more important thing to a Klingon than bopor. (e all follow the teachingy of
Kabless as aritten in the paq’batlb.

The bonor of a Klingon is bis ability to embody all of these traits, and also included
bis repatation and social identity. Ip this respect bis bopor iy carefdlly guarded ay the
trae patare of bis sodl and considered the calminpation of all bis personal virtacs.
Possessing a sense of bopor. the Klingon created for bimself a set of standards to
wbich be would bold bimself accountable. Honor is often prickly ip Klingon society and
many times Icads to apnecessary bloodshed wbere po real quarrel existed. The Klingon
warrior who traly anderstands the significance and responsibility ipberent in bonor, is
wise.

I. A Klingop will pot attack a weaker ship for sport., bat <an defend bimyelf or
another Klingon.

2. A Klingon <an odtbamber bis opponent obly wben presented with a saperior
foe.

3. A Klingons word is bis bond. If saying you will do something then do it (within

reason of course)

loss of bhonor.

matlb paqa’
(Tome of Loyalty)

Loyalty iy ope way of expressing a warrior’s bonor through bis devotiop to bis House and
Cmpire and bis oathy to them. Ip the Klipgon arrior Code, loyalty was placed bighest apon
bis bouse and the empire, cwen above that of bis personal bopor.

Loyalty as we conceive it may find few admirers <lyewbere i the galaxy. pot because odr
conception iy wrony, but becaase it iy, | am afraid, forgotten, and also bwcause we <arry it
to a degree pot reached in any other species.

To the Klingon. bis devotion and service to bis bouse and the Tmpire was the pippacle of
achievement. If be disgraced or betrayed bis bouse or the Klingon Tmpire, be failed in bis
daty and lost bis own bopor. The social and governpmental systems of the Klipgon society iy
based on a series of relationships that binge on loyalty. Disloyal Klingops are often viewed ay
disrapting and disregarding these relationsbips. a serioas offepse. If a Klingon feely that bis
loyalty to the Klingon Umperor contradicts bis own sense of ethicy, he exercised bis sense of



self -control, remembering bis daty and bis allegiance. This <haracteristic s<lf-control iy
frequently revealed in the sternp and stoic patare of the Klingon warrior, carefully concealing
bis trae feclings whatever their patare.

A few iD-game <xamples:
I. If a member of a guild or party [fleetl] you will obey their rales and regalations.
2. If a fellow Klingop is in heed and you are able to assist then yod shoald.
3. You should stand by yoar fellow Klingons whenever possible.

YeH'eghmeH paq'a’
(Tome of Self Control)

A dishonorable warrior is one who brandished bis weapon on andeserved occasions. A self-
possyessed Klingon knows the right time to use it.

Yelf-control when kept ip <heck for a Klingon Warrior, whose job is often fraaght with
fluctaating emotiony as be was <onfronted with death. controlling ones ipper desires and
feelingy iy esyential to maintaining rationality, and mental coberence. Also revealing openly
emotiony when pot warranted, iy looked apon ay s<lfish in that it sbows a certain degree of
disdaip and besitation for the daties assigned. Ip regards to a warrior’s condact within
society, yelf-control is a necessary tool for bim, just as bis Batleth or D'k tabg way
pecessary to fight ip a battle. With bis martial arts skills, an intemperate warrior posed a
threat to bis fellow Klingon.

The dltimate expression of s<lf-control and loyalty can be seen withip the Klibgon notion of
sacrifice. Thiy institation iy bigbly refined and baantingly common amonyg warriors in the
service of the Umpire. Klingon society and caltare is group-oriented, empbasizing the peeds
of the whole over the needs of the individual. The individual owes biy allegiance to the
collective group be it House or Umpire because be bimself is a part of that group.
created and sastaiped by that groap. Ip the warrior c<lass the Klingon dedicates bis life
to bis Cmperor and to his Hoause. If be faily in bis daties. atopement iy often offered
in the form of sdicide and/or sacrifice.

Part of the education and traiping of the Klingop (Uarrior is taken ap with preparing a
warrior for the possibility of Honorable sdicide. This reality is taken very seriously as it often
ipvolved pot oply the death of the warrior bims<lf, bat the sacrifice of bis family and any
vassals in bis service. This way expected and anderstood by those in bis care ay part of
their daty to botb bim and to greater society. The oply wxception is wben is dishonor bay
been righted.

A few examples:

I. Do rupning around starting fighty just for the parpose of <adsing gricf to apother
warrior.

2. Do gapk/ricfing. A retaliatory strike is acceptable if wronged by apotber bat pot to
the extent that you start a battle for the sake of battle.

3. Ip Klingon tradition, “the son of a Klibgon is a man the day be cap first bold a
blade”. Do not bold a warriors age againpst them, oply their actions are of copcern.

4. If a warrior strikes apotber with the back of bis band. it iy interpreted ay a
challenge to the death. Klingon warriors speak proadly to <ach other: they do pot
wbisper or keep their distance. Ytanding far away or wbispering is considered insalty
ip Klingon society. There should be po reasop to take ap argument with apother to
continaous /abisper-A<lls, better to declare yoar intent and kill your foe..

(Tome of Judgment)



As the presiding adtbority ipD youar sector, yod are the sapreme jadge inp yodr sector. Youd
will preside over cases that judge ay a last resort, according to Klingon Law. If the case
demands it. the case cap be referred to the Uarlord for judgment.

Tome of punyg
(Tome of Mercy)

The tome of mercy guidey you ip the act of mercy. It is pot dishonorable to bestow mercy
onto an <nemy. You bave the authority to grant a forbearance to inflict barm ander
circamstancey of provocation: it iy bonorable to provide compassionate treatment of an
offender or adversary. provided po barm to the €mpire will occar, If council pleads mercy to
a bigher aathority. you may refer sach raling to the raling warlord of your sector.

This iy a person wbo bay the
equivalent rank of Chancellor.
